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BRAZILIAN AIRWORTHINESS DIRECTIVE

AD No.: 2025-01-01 Effective Date: 20 Jan. 2025

The following Brazilian Airworthiness Directive (AD), issued by the Agéncia Nacional de Aviagéo Civil (ANAC) in accordance with
provisions of Chapter IV, Title lll of Cdédigo Brasileiro de Aeronautica - Law No. 7,565 dated 19 December 1986 - and
Regulamento Brasileiro da Aviagdo Civil (RBAC) 39, applies to all aircraft registered in the Registro Aeronautico Brasileiro. No

person may operate an aircraft to which this AD applies, unless it has previously complied with the requirements established
herein.

APPLICABILITY:

(a) This Airworthiness Directive (AD) applies to Embraer S.A airplanes, according
to paragraphs (a)(1) and (a)(2) of this AD.

(1) Airplane model ERJ 190-300, all serial numbers.
(2) Airplane model ERJ 190-400, all serial numbers.
CANCELLATION / REVISION:

Not applicable.

REASON:

An inconsistency was identified in the CAFM (Computerized Aiplane Flight Manual)
Takeoff Calculation Module of the ERJ 190-300 and ERJ 190-400 airplane models. This
inconsistency may lead to an erroneous calculation, and in certain operating conditions and
airports, the airplane may not be able to overcome obstacles in the first segment of the takeoff
flight path in case of an engine failure.

Since this condition may occur in other airplanes and affects flight safety, corrective
action is required. Thus, sufficient reason exists to request compliance with this AD in the
indicated time limit.

REQUIRED ACTION:

Airplane Flight Manual (AFM) Revision
