Bombardier Inc. model BD-100-1A10 aeroplanes, serial numbers 20003 through 20424 and 20426 
through 20500.

Background: 

Bombardier Inc. has discovered that the entry area passenger oxygen mask lanyards are too long. Upon 
deployment during an emergency, this may result in difficulties to start the oxygen flow for tall individuals. 
This AD mandates the replacement of the existing entry area passenger oxygen mask lanyards with 
shorter ones for proper operation. 

Corrective Actions: 

Within 36 months from the effective date of this AD, replace the existing entry area passenger oxygen 
mask lanyards with shorter ones, as required, in accordance with the Initial Issue of Bombardier Service 
Bulletin 100-35-08, dated 11 April 2017, or later revisions approved by the Chief, Continuing 
Airworthiness, Transport Canada.
