If an AD will be published, it is not possible for the operator to incorporate this Variation correctly in the Maintenance Program. 

EASA response: 

Comment not agreed. EASA contacted Airbus and they confirmed, that all ICA linked to A340 ALS Part 2 Variation 4.1 can, upon request, be provided 
to each operator, as an advanced copy of the necessary documents. With regard to the synchronisation of subject ALS Part 2 Variation 4.1, Airbus 
informed EASA that all relevant ICAs will be visible in the next Jan/2020 AirN@V revision.
