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The present Airworthiness Directive applies to AS 355 helicopters versions E, F, F1, F2 and N. 
 
 
It has been found a non conformity which affects the functioning of the engines fire detection. The 
following measures are rendered mandatory : 
 
 
- After the last flight of the day and, at the latest within the next 25 flying hours, following the effective 

date of the present Airworthiness Directive, perform the actions described in paragraphs BB and CC 
of EUROCOPTER FRANCE Telex Service N° 26-03 (versions E, F, F1 and F2 with ALLISON 
engines) or 26-04 (version N with ARRIUS engines).
