Electric fuel cock

This Airworthiness Directive applies to SE 3160 - SA 316 B and SA 316 C (ALOUETTE Ill) helicopters.

Further to an engine flame-out, due to the closure of the electric fuel cock, which resulted in an accident,
the following measures are rendered mandatory from the effective date of this Airworthiness Directive :

Each time the engine and the rotor are started, carry out the new specific checks described in Section Il
of the Flight Manual, i.e. :

- Slowly move the throttle lever forward until it reaches its end-of- travel stop.
- Set the starting switch to "OFF".

The engine should not go out.

- Set the switch back to "ON" and continue the normal Flight Manual procedure.
